Dear Friends

Well, it’s a long time since I last wrote to you, and there is quite a lot of news, the highlight of which is our recent visit to Trebbin.  Twenty-two of us went, accompanied by two students, Sam Brown and Kaya Banks, who were funded by the Twinning Association of Trebbin, in return for our invitation for two students from each German twin town to come over last August.  We had a wonderful time, with trips to the Charlottenburg Palace in Berlin and to Dresden, where the high point was a visit to the Panometer, a 3D representation of Dresden, capital of Saxony, in its heyday in 1756, housed in an old gasometer.  In addition we visited a packaging factory in Trebbin, and the mayor gave us an ‘energy tour’ of the area, showing us the efforts the town is making to become energy neutral, including a bio-gas plant and a solar park.
At the joint committee meeting between Trebbin, Weil and Bognor it was decided that the visit to Weil am Rhein next year will be from Tuesday 26th June to Sunday 1st July.  This is a very important occasion, being the 25th anniversary of the Bognor-Weil twinning.  Weil would love to welcome people who have been involved in exchanges in the past (twinning, cultural, sport, school, professional), even if they are no longer active members of the association.  If you are in contact with anyone you think may be interested, please pass this on to them and ask them to us on admin@bognortwinning.co.uk  I be sending out application forms for the visit after Christmas, so please make a note of the dates now.

We know several of you have expressed interest in visiting Saint Maur, but have not yet had the opportunity.  We have been working together with Littlehampton Twinning Association, whose twin town, Chennevières, is very close to Saint Maur des Fossés, and they have offered us some places on their coach for their next visit.  This will take place from Thursday 29th March to Sunday 1st April, 2012.  Saint Maur will find accommodation with families for us and provide a small reception, but there will be no official programme, except what we ourselves organise.  With the charming town of Saint Maur to explore and Paris a short train ride away, there should be no shortage of things to do.  If you are interested in taking up this opportunity, please contact us to secure your place as soon as possible.
It’s that time of year when the Beaujolais nouveau will soon be with us, and this year we shall be celebrating by holding a ‘Beaujolais Bistro’ again.
